Abstract

Keywords

· Provide 3 to 5 keywords separated by semicolons.

1. Introduction

· Introduce the topic, research problem, motivation, and relevance to the conference. Clearly state the research question, objective, or purpose of the submission.
2. Background and Related Work

· Briefly discuss the literature, theory, or practical context that motivates the study. Focus only on the work most relevant to the paper.

3. Method, Approach, or Study Design

· Describe how the study is conducted or will be conducted. Depending on the type of submission, this section may include research design, data sources, methods, case context, system design, analytical approach, or conceptual development.

4. Findings, Results, or Expected Outcomes

· For completed studies, summarize the main findings or results. For research-in-progress or extended abstracts, explain the expected outcomes, preliminary insights, or anticipated contribution.
5. Contribution and Implications

· Explain how the paper contributes to information systems research, practice, policy, education, or the Saudi digital economy. Be specific about the intended contribution.

6. Conclusion

· Provide a brief conclusion that summarizes the paper and highlights its importance. Avoid introducing new literature or new arguments in this section.

Optional Sections

Use only if relevant:

· Acknowledgements, only for camera-ready versions if permitted.

· Ethics statement.

· Funding statement.

· Data availability statement.
Formatting Guidelines

· Use justified body text.

· Use US Letter page size.

· Use 1-inch margins on all sides.

· Use Georgia 10 pt for all body text.
· Place tables and figures close to where they are first discussed.

· Use single spacing unless otherwise instructed by the conference.

· Use clear captions, for example: Table 1. Description of Sample or Figure 1. Research Model.

· Do not number section headings unless the organizing committee prefers numbered headings.

· Number tables and figures consecutively.
